This is a shared apartment with single bedrooms and a common
kitchen and shower rooms. Each bed room is equipped with a bed,
desk and chair, a closet, and air conditioner.

Depending on the situation, the accommodation might be changed.
Advance Payment: Admitted students will be asked to pay the
accommodation fee for the entire duration of their stay (one
semester or two semesters) BEFORE their arrival by wire transfer.
Students will be also required to pay the deposit and it is equal to
one month’s rent. The deposit will be used as room cleaning fee and
additional repairing expenses if necessary. After the room
inspection, the refundable amount will be determined and return to
students by cash at the International Affairs Office.
